Athens : 24 cars leave on Wednesday 
January 30th at 12H40pm for a 1497 km trip.  
Glasgow : 6 cars leave at 6pm on Wednesday 
January 30th for a 2149 km trip. 
Bad Homburg : 30 cars will leave on Friday 
February 1st at 2pm for a 1165 km trip. 
Milan : At 6pm, Friday February 1st, 65 
cars will leave Milan for a 840 km trip.  
Barcelona : 20 cars on Friday February 1st  
will leave at 7pm for a 928 km trip. 
Reims : At the same time, there will be 
91 cars leaving Reims for a 940 km trip.  
Monte-Carlo : Finally, at 8pm, 85 cars will 
leave the Principality  for a 729 km trip. 
With a common destination, Buis-les-
Baronnies, in the heart of the 
department of Drôme. There will be a 
checkpoint that the first competitors 
will reach Saturday February 2nd 
around 10:00. A concentration leg that 
will be far from over, since the crews will have to first go through two regularity zones, well 
known to the specialists of the event: “Montauban-sur-l'Ouvèze – Saint-André-de-Rosans / 
RZ 1 / 49 km / 10:30” and “La Motte-Chalancon – Saint-Nazaire-le-Désert / RZ 2 / 22 km / 
12:10”. To end this chapter of the concentration leg, the last time control of the day is 
planned for Crest at 14:15, before rejoining Valence, Drôme, the host city of the rally where 
the first competitors will be awaited at the Champs de Mars around 15:10. 
NB : This 22nd edition of Rallye Monte-Carlo Historique will host 314 teams from 27 
different countries ! 
Not less than 49 brands of cars will be represented, giving the alphabet from A to Z, from 
« Alfa Roméo » to « Zastava ».

The winners of last year’s Rallye Monte-Carlo Historique have decided not to take part to 
this 22nd edition. Nevertheless, Burns and Westenburger are back with the Ford Falcon 
Sprint. The Greeks Delaportas and Moustakas, who finished 2nd back in 2017 will start from 
Athens. The capital city of Greece is back as a starting city. The Polish Postawka, 3rd in 2017, 
change their cars but remain loyal to Zastave. The Danish Hansen and Brodersen take out 
their loyal Audi 80 GLE, with a very « Walter Rohrl » style. Durand and Chol will battle for 
the win with their inflexible Opel Kadett GTE. 
Among the previous winners of the Rallye Monte-Carlo Historique, Decremer, who won 
back in 2017 comes back with Lienne as a co-driver in the Ascona. Perfetti and Kessel, 
winners in 2016 with an Alpine, come back with Lancia Stratos, already driven in 2018. The 
Belgians Lareppe and Lieven, winners in 2014 with a Kadett GTE will use their experience, 
just as Ernst Jungten and Marcus Müller, winners in 2008 on the original DKW F12.
